bona fide property of, and steered by, a Member of a Club affiliated to the Clyde Yacht  
Clubs' Association.

2) In order to qualify for entry for the Cup Race, each yacht must have entered for, 
competed in and finished at least three races of Royal Gourock Yacht Club. The 
Qualifying Races will be sailed in April, May, June, July and August. 

This condition is waived for yachts owned and steered by a Member of RGYC

3) A list of entrants will be posted on the Noticeboard not later than Friday 22nd August.

4) The Hugh Young Trophy will be awarded to the best placed yacht in Class III.
The Fantasy Salver will be awarded to the best placed Loch Long OD.
The Green Hackle Trophy will be awarded to the best placed Piper OD.
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
